The library also renders service to people from outside the college community after
receiving due permission from the college authority

» The library with its semi-open access system and spacious reading area provides an atmosphere
favorable to the excitement of mental discovery. Students are always encouraged to do the
optimum utilization of the library resources by creating a user-friendly atmosphere.

» The library also provides access to e-resources to the teachers and students of the College
through UGC-INFLIBNET N-List programme. The library remains open from 10 A.M. to
4 PM. on all working days.

» A student will have to apply on a separate form supplied by the librarian to access the
library facilities.

» Recently, electronic attendance system has installed in the Library and students can use
their I-Cards (Machine Readable) for the attendance in the library.

RULESAND REGULATIONS OF THE LIBRARY

¢ All members have to record their name, address and time of arrival and departure and put
their signature in the Register kept at the library entrance.

¢ All bags and carrying cases must be left in the shelves located at the entrance of the library.

¢ Disruptive behavior, such as creating loud noise, loud talking, screaming, or banging on
computer keyboards are strictly prohibited.

® Consuming food or beverages inside the library is strictly prohibited.

¢ Each student is allowed to borrow two books at a time.

1 Books are issued to students for a period of 15 (fifteen) days. They may be reissued for
another 15 days.

¢ An overdue charge of Rs. 1.00 only per day is levied if a book is kept beyond the due date.

¢ Books on loan with members can be recalled at any time, without assigning any reason thereof.

WOMEN’S HOSTEL

A full-fledged Women’s Hostel having all modern amenities has been functioning for the last decade
and offer accommodation for girls. It has a seat capacity of 60 and the students are allotted seats on the basis
of' merit. However women coming from remote places with inadequate transport and communication facilities
are given priority. A separate form for admission to the hostel can be obtained from the hostel warden on the
day of college admission. It is to be filled and submitted to the warden at the time of admission.

RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR BOARDERS OF THE WOMEN’S HOSTEL

1. Boarders must pay their monthly mess dues on time.

2 No Border is allowed to leave the hostel without prior permission from the hostel
Superintendent.

3. Visitors are allowed to meet a border only during visiting hours and in the visiting room.

4. All hostel property like furniture, utensils, electrical appliances etc should be

treatedproperly and in the event of any damage the matter should be brought to the notice
of the superintendent immediately.

Use of unauthorised electrical appliances such as heaters and irons are strictly prohibited.
Expulsion from the college hostel implies expulsion from the college and vice versa.

The hostel remains closed during all vacations.

A student may stay as a hostel guest during examinations, with prior permission from the
hostel superintendent. Such a guest can stay for not more than a month and she will have to
pay Rs 200 as seat rent to the college.

9. Any student staying in the hostel for more than a month will be treated as a regular boarder.
